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The two-car accident at the intersection of Boundary and. Fitz-
gerald Rds., at 5 pm on Saturday, brought the total number of deaths at

the intersection to 12 since 1965.
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At least 24 people have been injured at the junction in that time.
= The death toll since April, 1965, is as fol-

April 19, 1965: five killed.
December 31, 1967: one killed.
August 15, 1968: one killed.
October 13, 1968: three killed.
October 25, 1970: two killed.

Ironically nearly everybody killed or injured
has been a local person who should have been
familiar with the intersection.

In nearly all eam the accident eccurred at dusk
and was a right-angle smash.
