At an inquest in the City Morgue,
yesterday, evidence way given that
with severs! other boys, Bunting
prepared a fire in a hut and some
petrol was thrown on it, which had
been obtained from a tractor belong-
ing to the contractor for sewerage
waorks in the vieinity, It was stated
that the tractor was left unattend-
wl after the deparure of the work-
men.  Bunting’s clothes caupht fire.

In recording a finding of acciden-
tal death, the Coroner (Mr, D.
Grint) said it seemed probable thai
the petrol used was obtained from
the tractor, hut the evidence was not
conclugive on the point and in the
circumstances he did not feel justi-
fied in censoring the contractor.
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
