The deceased was born at Sun-
Jhine, and was 9 Yyears, 11 months
oid.  The funeral, which was very
jurgely attended, took place on Tues-
dany from their residence, Ballarat
road, Deer Park, to the place of in-
terment in the Footscray Cemetery.
