Mr. Walter J. Andrew, a former
engineer and secretary of the Shires
of Braybrook and Keilor, passed
away at the Melbourng Hospital on
Monday last at the age of 76 years.

It was
he who first suggested that water
could be taken from Alhion to serve
the people of St. Albans, after many
years of opposition to his scheme
