Empty House Badly Damaged.
Fire, the origin of which has not

ascei tained, partly destroyed an emp-
ty house, one of a group of four, ly-
ing back from the Ballarat road,
Deer Park, about 1 o'clock on Tues-
day night. The property is owned
by a Mr. M. M. Reid, a Bendigo man,
boarding at Yarraville, and had been
occupied for three years until Tues-
day morning by Mr. Richardson and
family, who removed to Albion to
live. The house is insured for £400
in the South Britith Company.

The blaze was first seen by a pass-
ing motorist, who immediately called
the occupants of the neighboring
houses, and with Mr. Henry O’Brien
acting as guide, drove to the fire
alarm near the leather cloth factory.
The Sunshine fire brigade was soon
on the scene and a hose was run from
a hydrant on the opposite side of the
Ballarat road.

The damage done to the property
was considerable as the three back
rooms were completely gutted, while
the two front rooms were badly dam-
aged, as also was the fence. The
fibro plaster walls evidently helped
to save the building being complete-
ly destroyed.
