The victim, Robert Templeton, 59, dairy
farmer, of Glenormiston North, was one of five
persons who died in weekend road accldents.

Templeton was driving a truck loaded with
three tons of superphosphate down a steep in-
cline on the Neotlak-Mortlake road when it got
out of control.

The truck skidded through the bridge rail-
ings and pluuged onto the creek bank below.

The two gons, who were
following in another truck,
found their father after see-
ing his truck capsized,

Their mother died in an
accident a few vears ARD.
