1t ix expected
that a considerable suving will be thus
effected, as the council 5 quarry will
supply the raw material at a minimum
cost, On either side of the stage there
ure to be dressing roumns on the same
floor ax the hall. At the side there
will be n vestibule entrance 1o the
hall, which will he eonvenient. The
cloak roows will e Luill on either
side of this passage way., For picture
shows, davces, de., this side vntrance
will be used, and a lickel hox is pro-
vided in the vestibule entrance.  The
floor is to be built with a view Lo pro-
viding a first class dancing surface.
The best available muterial for thos
urpuse, whether <eascned stringy
rk, kauri or jarrah, will be used
When completed the hall will meet
the requirements of Sunshine for many
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
